PATIENT IDENTIFICATION 


INCLUSION CRITERIA FOR RECEIVING VACCINES (any one would qualify patient for vaccination)

__ Pneumonia

__ Chronic illness - cardiomyopathies, renal failure, COPD, CHF, recurrent bronchitis, emphysema, asthma, sickle cell disease, CSF leaks, or diabetes mellitus.

__ Immuno-compromised adults -HIV infection, leukemia, lymphoma, Hodgkin ’s disease, multiple myeloma, generalized malignancy, chronic renal failure, nephrotic syndrome, long term corticosteroids, organ or bone marrow transplant, and those receiving immunosuppressive chemotherapy (interval between vaccination and initiation of chemotherapy should be 2 weeks).

__ Alcoholism, chronic liver disease, or cirrhosis

__ Resident of nursing home or chronic care facility

__ Splenectomy, functional or anatomic asplenia

__ Unknown / uncertain pneumococcal immunization history.

__ Age 65 or older (pneumococcal vaccination CDC recommendation)

__ None of the above.  STOP patient NOT a candidate to receive vaccine

EXCLUSION CRITERIA FOR NOT RECEIVING VACCINE (Check all that apply)

__ Previous SEVERE reaction to vaccine

__ Patient can not consent and there is no family or guardian to consent

__ Patient is NOT on Medicine Team 1 – 5 or Med or MCA

DEFERRED

__ Currently, a patient in an ICU

__ Currently, being treated for a febrile illness
