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Policy Statement:

All patients who are identified as eligible candidates will receive the pneumococcal vaccine  unless otherwise specified by the patient’s attending physician or refused by the patient.

Procedure:  (See Attachments)

IDENTIFICATION:

1. Initial patient data will be collected during the admission and nursing assessment processes. A pharmacist will evaluate the data in order to determine those patients eligible for pneumococcal vaccine administration based on criteria established by the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

ADMINISTRATION:
1. Once identified, patients will be vaccinated prior to discharge via “Routine Standing Orders - Pneumococcal Vaccine Administration”.

DOCUMENTATION:

1. After vaccination, patients will receive a record of their immunization.

All patients receiving pneumococcal vaccine from Norman Regional Hospital will be included in a centralized database to be referenced during subsequent hospital admissions.
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
